7. Sink holes at seawall and creek repaired 
8. Leaking copulas repaired from Irma and 

ceiling tiles replaced in clubhouse 
9. CapX, New Security cameras for clubhouse, 

gate, and maintenance area. 
10. CapX, Bathroom heating and cooling with air 

conditioners. 
11. CapX, New appliances for kitchen. Half each
