April Recipe of the Month:   Beef and Mushroom Dijon

2 C sliced fresh mushrooms (about 6 oz.)   ½ C sliced onion (1 small) 

1 can cream of mushroom soup,  ¼ c water, 2 T Dijon-style mustard 

4 C hot cooked rice 

Slice beef into thin strips, spray medium skillet with cooking spray and heat over medium-high 
heat 1 minute.  Add beef and cook until browned.  Set beef aside.  Reduce heat to medium.  
Remove pan from heat.  Spray with cooking spray again, add mushrooms and onion and cook 
until tender.  Add soup, water, mustard.  Heat to a boil.  Return beef to pan and heat through.  
Serve over rice.  If desired garnish with fresh sage.
