Zippy Shrimp Dip

1C. Miracle Whip Salad Dressing, V2 C. low-fat lemon yogurt, 2 cans tiny Shrimp, drained, 7 C.
each of Prepared Horseradish, finely chopped green onions 2T. ketchup

Mix ingredients until well blended, Chill Serve with chips, crackers, or veggies. YUM!

Christmas Rainbow Poke Cake

1 Box white cake mix, 1 package of raspberry Jell-o, 1 package of lime Jell-o, 2C. boiling water
1 80z. cool whip

Prepare cake mix as directed on package, pour batter into 2 8inch or9 2 inch cake pans. Bake as
directed. Cool completely. Put cake layers top side up into clean cake pans, .prick each layer with
a utility fork at %z inch intervals. Pour 1C boiling water over pkg of raspberry jello in a bowl, stir until
dissolved. Spoon over one layer. Repeat with the lime jello .Refrigerate for 3-4 hours. Dip cake
pan in warm water 10 seconds, invert on plate, shake gently to loosen remove pan and spread lay-
er with 1 C. cool whip.. Repeat the process with the lime layer. Frost with remaining cool whip.
Garnish with flattened gum drops to form holly.

Dutch Hail Cookie Bars

1C. Butter, 1C. sugar, | egg separated, 2c. flour, 72 t. cinnamon, 1 T. water, 'z C. finely chopped
walnuts. Heat oven to 350 degrees. Lightly grease a 1572 x 10 2x 1 pan

Mix butter, sugar, egg yolk. Blend flour and cinnamon stir into butter mix. Pat into pan, beat egg
white and water until frothy. Brush over dough sprinkle with nuts. Bake 20-25min. or until lightly
browned. Cut immediately into finger like strips.
